If I said that I had a feeling of dismay, I believe you would 
understand. It's an old word and not often used these days. 
Personally, I would use it to describe a disturbing situation or 
an upsetting thing you could do nothing about. That's how I 
felt when I read about Mike Brignola and his plea. Mike is a 
baritone saxophone player who has had a long career with the 
Woody Herman Band. He was not related to the other baritone 
man, the late Nick Brignola. Currently Mike works with a 
small jazz group in South Florida, unless he is on the road 
with the present Woody Herman Band. Mike is the booking 
agent for the band and road manager, too. Plus, his 
instrumental work is featured in the band's saxophone section.   

So what's with my dismay? Well, I read that Mike was 
appealing to Herman fans to find some work for the band! 
Brignola describes long periods of time between gigs and how 
difficult it is to keep a band together. There are not many 
traveling bands any more, except service bands (i.e. Airmen of 
Note), and the government pays them. The concerts are 
usually free to the public and well attended. Brignola is saying 
"Hey Woody fans out there, if you remember "Four Brothers", 
"Goosey Gander", "Early Autumn", and "Blue Flame", etc., 
etc., see if you can bring them back!"   

I am not a publicist or booker, but I am a fan of the late 
Woody Herman and the ever-changing, always great bands 
that he organized and presented. I first heard "Woodchopper's 
Ball" in 1940 on our radio in Leeds, England. I was 16, and 
today I can still hum along with Joe Bishop's flugelhorn solo.   

Much later, in this country, I was able to meet Woody, do 
short interviews for my Jazz on the Beach radio shows, and 
get to like not only the music, but the man himself. "A great 
guy" is a common expression among musicians who had 
worked in one of the "Herds" (as a jazz writer had dubbed the 
Herman bands).   

Probably the greatest fan and friend that Woody ever had is Al 
Julian, now a Floridian in Lake Suzy (SW Fla.) and publisher 
of The Herds. When I first saw a copy of The Herds and 
realized it came from the Woody Herman Society, I knew I 
belonged there and have been a member for several years.  
Here's how Julian introduces the magazine: 
 

"Participate in supporting the WOODY HERMAN 
LEGACY to keep the Blue Flame infinitely burning. 
Receive the quarterly newsletter The Herds sharing 
articles, pictures, alumni news, great pictures, Herd 
gigs....news of new videos and DVD's of Herd 
appearances, etc."

The State of Jazz Music & Education in Central Florida

I’ve found myself at a crossroad as of late. As I venture into the 
night to capture live jazz music in its finest form or go to my local 
record/bookstore to purchase said jazz materials, I am starting to 
become attracted by all the hybrid forms of jazz out there in the 
world. Orlando has such a rich plethora of live music and several 
very adventurous live jazz bands all around the Central Florida 
area. We, Orlando, have been lucky to have more than one jazz 
radio station and several live music venues that have been home 
to some of the finest live jazz music. 
 

There are several main groups rotating around the Orlando area: 
the fledgling young lion groups, the road warriors, the 
established innovators, and the prodigious forerunners (i.e. Sam 
Rivers). What I love about all of them is the fact that most, if not 
all, embrace all the different musical art forms that are present in 
Orlando because of the different cultures that are present here. 
You can hear a laundry list of adjacent influences in the music of 
these regional groups: Rock, Blues, Afro-Cuban, Afro-Rican, 
Caribbean, Folk, Country, Cajun, and the list of influences goes 
on and on. It’s beautiful and wonderfully made, and I am so glad 
that I moved here from Chicago. I’m continuously amazed at the 
various permutations of the music that Louis Armstrong, Dizzy 
Gillespie, Charlie Parker, Benny Goodman, Fletcher Henderson, 
Miles Davis, and many more contributed to and created.

GG’s Jazz Greats & Legends: 
Interview with Dr. Yusef Lateef (Pt. 1) 

 

I would like to introduce my interview series, GG's Jazz Greats and Legends. 
My purpose for these interviews is to expose, explore and celebrate the lives 
and creative genius of these great living jazz musicians. It is my hope that 
this series will effectively educate and communicate the wealth of 
knowledge and hundreds of years of collective experience that these jazz 
greats and legends unselfishly share in these interviews. 
 

Recently, I had the opportunity to interview tenor/alto saxophonist, flautist, 
and innovator, Dr. Yusef Lateef. Yusef Lateef is a Grammy Award-winning 
composer, performer, recording artist, author, visual artist, educator, and 
philosopher who has been a major force on the international musical scene 
for more than six decades. In recognition of his many contributions to the 
world of music, he has been named an American Jazz Master for the year 
2010 by the National Endowment for the Arts.

GB: What made you gravitate to the saxophone? Where did the interest come 
from? 
  

YL: It came from the environment that I was in. I used to live upstairs, when 
I was twelve years old, over a theatre, and they had stage shows there...I 
would sit right there and listen to the saxophone player and the trumpet 
player, and I became influenced. 
 

GB: Were you very young when you started? 
 

YL: I was twelve years old when I wanted a saxophone, but my dad couldn’t 
afford it. So he told me if I saved half my money, he’d give me the rest of it. 
So when I was eighteen years old and I was selling papers etc., there was a 
saxophone for eighty dollars downtown in Detroit. I told my dad about it, 
and he gave me the other forty dollars after I had saved forty. I got my first 
saxophone when I was eighteen, and I started studying it in high school. 
 

GB: You’re a virtuoso on your reed instruments, and I’m just going to 
mention the instruments that you play and the fact that you have created 
some instruments for us to play. We’re looking at the tenor sax, flute, oboe, 
bamboo flute, shanai, shofar, arghul, serewa, and koto! 
 

...Let me ask you a question about the recording of “Love Theme from 
Spartacus”. Tell me what feedback - if any - you ever got, because this is 
one of your most popular recordings. What feedback did you receive from 
people throughout the years? What were your intentions as far as the choice 
of playing a double reed instrument - which would be the oboe? Why did 
you choose the oboe in that piece? 
 

YL: Well, this is a long story. When I was in high school my teacher, Mr. 
John Cabera - who was from Spain - he said to me, “Why don’t you play the 
oboe?” and I said, “No, I want to play the saxophone.” So nine years after I 
finished high school, I remember what he had told me - he had insight. So...I 
bought an oboe. (Laughs) I studied it with the oboists of the Detroit 

Symphony, and I had another teacher in New York. So [studying oboe] 
was on the suggestion of a teacher who had insight; in fact, I was in the 
class the day that he suggested that Milt Jackson play the vibraphone, 
and he became one of the world’s great vibraphonists just from some 
suggestions from Mr. Cabera. And so that’s how that was. I went to see 
this picture - Gladiators I think it was called – and, as many musicians, 
we were recording themes, sometimes from movie pictures. I thought it 
was such a beautiful theme that I should record [it] on oboe for Prestige 
Records. [So] I did, and it seemed to be one of the favorite songs of 
many people. I’ve had comments like one man said, “The night that my 
wife and I heard the “Love Theme from Spartacus”, we got married.” 
That was a memorable experience, of course. The idea, in that particular 
album, which was called Eastern Sounds, was to play music from other 
cultures. That was obviously an eastern type of song; it induced an 
eastern psychological tremor in [the] listener’s ear. I thought it was a 
very beautiful song. 
 

GB: We all do. You mentioned the tremors in our ears; now I can go on 
into my next question. I believe that when you are choosing your music, 
you purposefully try to have that effect on your listener. You’re actually 
working on more of a spiritual level with your listener in your music. 
Am I correct? 
 

YL: Yes, you’re correct. 
 

GB: Can you explain to me how you go about doing that? 
 

YL: Yeah, it’s a serious affair. I hope strongly that I become a conduit 
to touch people’s hearts. Some people can hear with their hearts, not 
only their ears. And that’s like a very deep human relationship between 
hearing with the heart and hearing with the ears. If providence wills, it 
can happen - that type of attachment. For example, a man or a woman 
hears a beautiful voice, and they try to find the source of this voice. 
When they get to where they find a lady sing[ing]...the conclusion is 
that this voice is not from the lady, but is from the providence that 
created the lady. Another example: During the time I was in 
Copenhagen, I went to hear Ben Webster, and he played the Beatles’ 
song “Yesterday”. It came through with such deep feeling that many of 
the dames - about ninety percent of them - were crying. There’s a 
saying in The Holy Qur’an that it is God who makes people cry, and I 
was one of them. So these kinds of heartfelt feelings come from deep 
within the reservoir of a person’s being. If it’s chosen as a conduit, it’s a 
transportation of this deep message. GB 
 

Note: Portions of this interview with Dr. Yusef Lateef have been edited.

A Few Thoughts Regarding Scholarship 
Progams for Young Jazz Musicians...

Why are we doing this? Why are we encouraging these very talented young people to devote their efforts towards jazz? 
Detractors say we are trying to resuscitate a dead art form or merely prolonging its inevitable demise. We don't believe that. 
It is undeniable that jazz - especially the so called straight-ahead and/or traditional genres that we embrace - is no longer 
America's "popular" music. And there are an endless litany of reasons offered by the "cultural elite" as to why other forms 
of music...capture the emotions, intellects and disposable income of the majority: I have heard and read everything from, 
"Jazz is too elitist: its few fans are all snobs" to "It's all the fault of the club owners...they took the pianos out of the bars."  
But my favorite - and the one I believe lies at the crux of where we are – is "Jazz is too demanding - for the artist and for 
the listener." 
 

Said another way, the talent and endurance to withstand the pressure of composing a new masterpiece on the fly every 
performance also demand that the listener pay attention and stay "in the conversation". There can be no such thing as a 
casual jazz aficionado...which neatly brings us back to our original question - and at least a partial answer for it. We know, 
or at least appreciate, the raw and nurtured talent that is needed to perform - no, create - this art. Therefore, as patrons of it 
we choose to recognize and support it in the manners that are both traditional and contemporary. And so we are here 
regularly to support our art by demonstrating respect to the creators of it, and, today, encouraging the most talented of those 
young performers within our reach to continue in the effort to promote it.  
 

Jazz is not dead. Jazz will never die, because jazz is peace, love, joy and happiness - the positive collective essence of the 
human spirit. Americans can be prideful that this heavenly assimilation of sounds and rhythms came from our own cultural 
melting pot. We also can be proud that it has spread over the globe and fostered the peace and search for freedoms of many 
peoples. There are a few credible cold war historians who credit Willis Convert's jazz programs on Voice of America for 
having a greater influence on the collapse of the "Iron Curtain" than many other military, economic or diplomatic measures. 
 

And so we welcome these fine, young artists as we encourage and support their desire to pursue their future in jazz.

Hallelujah! Let the saints go marching in; there is a new venue that has music! It is 
a restaurant called Tibby’s, located at 2203 Aloma Ave., Winter Park 
(www.TibbysNewOrleansKitchen.com). Tibby’s is a New Orleans-themed restaurant 
decorated jazzy with a Mardi Gras look. Food is reasonable and good: Jambalaya, 
Crawfish Pie, Filet Gumbo (Isn’t that a song?), Po Boys, Black Beans and Rice, and 
don’t forget the Beignets. For the past couple months on Sundays, they’ve had Kid 
Dutch and his New Orleans Music™ from 12:30 to 4:30pm. Kid plays several 
different horns very well. Also, there is banjo/guitar player Martin Sensiper, Jimmy 
Miller on bass, and Dennis Laak on drums. An added treat is that musicians sit in 
and jam. One Sunday, clarinetist Syl Lafata played to the delight of the audience; 
another Sunday, Allan Vaché on his great clarinet, Ben Kramer on bass, David Witte 
and James Navan on piano. 
 

Songs include “St. James Infirmary”, “C Jam Blues”, “Do You Know What It Means to 
Miss New Orleans”, etc. And as if it couldn’t get any better, happy hour is also from  
12:30 to 4:30 on Sundays: two-for-one wines, inexpensive beers and cocktails. The 
music and décor make you want to grab that fancy umbrella and parade around the 
room to the closing number of “When the Saints Go Marching In”! Note: Beginning 
in September, the band will move to Saturday afternoons - same time.   

Since Mike and I like happy hours, I am happy to report that the Bohemian Hotel 
(aka Celebration Hotel) in our town of Celebration now has a happy hour from 
Monday to Friday from 5 to 7 pm with $5 wines, cocktails and appetizers, as well as 
$2-$3 beers. Pianist, Jeff Nuese, plays on Thursday and Friday nights with 
selections such as “It Had to Be You”, “Skylark”, “As Time Goes By”, and “Easy 
Living”. Jeff was a favorite of Pete Wilson who wrote a column for the Blue Notes 
years ago. Pete sat by the piano, and Jeff played all his requested Ellington songs.   

Speaking of piano players, on a Thursday night we stopped into The Boheme at the 
other Kessler hotel, the Grand Bohemian, in downtown Orlando. (My we do get 
around!) It was Bohemian Blues Night with Don Black on sax, Chris Rottmayer on 
piano, and singer, Ashley Locheed. The three of them played lovely blues and jazz 
selections. There’s music almost every night in the lounge and a jazz brunch on 
Sundays. Other musicians and singers that play there are Danny Jordan, Michelle 
Amato, Suzy Parks, Jeff Rupert and others. With complimentary parking (ticket-
validated) and the elegant environment, the cost of a glass of wine or two is well 
worth the opportunity to enjoy the level of entertainment hosted by The Boheme.   

As always, I hope you’ll attend the different local jazz venues, too, and keep jazz 
alive!

Bill Allred’s Classic Jazz Band 
 

September 11th from 3-5:30pm @ The Abbey 
 
Now in its 21st year of existence, Bill Allred’s 
Classic Jazz Band was born in Orlando, Florida in 
1990 by a group of former musicians of Walt Disney 
World and Rosie O’Gradys. They started essentially 
as a “kicks” band, collecting and playing the 
arrangements of Matty Matlock and Billy Maxted. 
After performing at a few jazz festivals, they 
realized that there was a real market for their “little 
big band” type of sound. That was more than 20 
years and 14 recordings ago! 
 

During a Classic Jazz Band set, you are apt to hear 
anything from Jelly Roll Morton to Count Basie and 
all the stops in between. The band uses the five-horn 
front line typical of such bands as those of Matty 
Matlock, Billy Maxted, and Red Nichols, as well as 
The World’s Greatest Jazz Band. 
 

Over the years, the Classic Jazz Band has added an 
eclectic collection of written and improvised jazz to 
its library. After learning of the band’s desire to tour 
with a classic library, noted pianist and arranger 
Billy Maxted contributed quite a few of his great 
charts. Other contributors include Bob Haggart, 
legendary writer and performer Joe DeWeese, Dave 
Wolpe, Scott Whitfield, John Bambridge, Terry 
Waddell, Dave MacKenzie and Dan Barrett, as well 
as the band's own John Allred and Bob Pickwood. 
 

Yes, going to a Classic Jazz Band set is much like 
attending a symposium on the history of jazz.

The Orlando Bones

The Orlando Bones was formed to pay tribute to 
groups from the past such as Kai Winding's four 
trombone septet (which performed through the latter 
half of the 1950s and into the '60s), as well as other 
more contemporary, yet similar groups. The 
combination of instruments (three tenor trombones, 
one bass trombone, piano, bass and drums) produces 
a dynamic and evocative show, with a sound ranging 
from tastefully understated to full, explosive big 
band!

Wolpe, Maria Schneider, Slide Hampton, and Jiggs 
Whigham, as well as new arrangements and 
transcriptions by members of the group. The 
Orlando Bones’ goal is to cover a wide variety of 
music from many different genres and eras. 
 
The members of The Orlando Bones are from 
Central Florida and are all quite active in the local 
music scene. Co-lead by Greg Parnell and Frank 
Wosar (both from the Orlando Jazz Orchestra), the 
group is comprised of Rob Harrover, Cory Paul and 
Frank Wosar on trombones, Will Nestler on bass 
trombone, James Navan on piano, Ben Kramer on 
bass, and Greg Parnell on drums. Listeners can 
expect a very exciting show from this energetic 
group!
